Hart wins 1st Round Playoff Game 2-1 over El Toro

Hart will play Riverside Poly on Tuesday. Home team to be determined by a coin flip.

Great game, great day. Lots of people came to see Hart win a very close game today against ElI Toro.

Hart pushed across the lead (and eventual winning) run in the 6th when Steve Burton flared a single to right scoring
Jason Rehhaut who had singled with 1 out, stole 2nd, took 3rd on a ground out.

Mike Montgomery of Hart and Ryan Doyle of El Toro hooked up in an old fashioned pitchers duel.
In the end Hart held on as El Toro had men on 1st and 3rd and the best hitter for EI Toro was on deck.
Fortunately for Hart the # 9 hitter hit a lazy fly to right and Hart had the first round victory.

Hart will now hope to win a coin flip against Riverside Poly to see who gets the Home game.
Riverside Poly is the # 4 seed and won its game at home easily against Long Beach Jordan 10-1.

Mike Montgomery has been out for 2 weeks with a back problem and looked just a bit rusty although he had a 1-2-3
first, and would have a 1-2-3 second, except 1 man reached first on a strikeout.

Hart pushed across a run without a hit in the first when Matt Valaika walked. Danny Susdorf sacrificed and the 3rd
baseman threw the ball away so Valaika took 3rd, and Susdorf was safe at first. After a come backer for 1 out, Jenzen
Torres hit a slow grounder to 2nd to score Valaika.

Hart had a big SCARE in the bottom of the 2nd. With 1 out Bryan Lucas tried to bunt for a hit, but the ball was fouled
off his bat directly into his forehead.
